       Misleading drawings have been corrected on the website and a comment has been lodged that the finish   

       should be in keeping with No 4 and the original appearance. The residents of No 4 still have concerns 

       about how the final finishes will blend with the original and the clerk will maintain contact with them 

       regarding this.

7)  Footpaths and Rights of Way
The problem of the stones on the bridle path is ongoing. The bollard and key system appears to be working well.(105/20)
Mr Packer is in the process of walking all the footpaths and will produce a full report for PROW on locked gates and other blockages. Mrs Davidson was concerned that some paths are unmarked or signs have been damaged. Mr Packer will forward her and others who are concerned a map on which problems can be marked and this will then be incorporated  in his report. Action  Mr Packer (106/20)
8)  Highways
Taits Hill Road is now on the programme of works beginning on 1st July. (107/20)
Cllr Cordwell has asked Paul Helbrow to add the Taits Hill footpath to the list of Lengthsman works.(108/20) 
There have been several Police speed checks on Tits Hill in recent weeks resulting in several charges. (109/20)
Mrs Davidson pointed out that installation of fibre optics on Echo Lane was not completed. As the team has been furloughed it is not clear when the work will now be finished. (110/20)
9) Facilities

Ms Hudson place an item on Enews about using the phone box as an information point but there have been no further suggestions or offers of help in response. Mrs Shaw and the Clerk will deal with the glass panels as soon as is practicable. Action Mrs Shaw and Clerk (111/20)
Playsafety have carried out the annual inspection of the play area with no issues needing attention.(112/20)
Replacement of the post box at Old Hill Lane is still ongoing. Mrs Delafield has taken on dealing with the issue, for which the Council is grateful, but as yet has had  no response. (113/20)

Mr Packer has purchased a new defibrillator which is located on his garage. David Owen is able to organise an on-line training session on its use or a live one post-Covid. It would be advisable for the PC to purchase the defibrillator planned for the Village Hall in order to be able to reclaim VAT and Mrs Shaw and the Clerk will liaise with the VHC.   Action Mr Packer, Mrs Shaw and Clerk (114/20)
10) Environment
The Village Hall Committee is in favour of the idea of a recycling point though not of the proposed location. They will consider carrying out an energy audit at a later date. (115/20)
Ms Hudson will place an item on Enews asking people to look out for and report signs of ash die-back both for safety reasons and also with a view to applying for possible funding to replace lost trees Action Ms Hudson (116/20)  
11) Financial Matters

The Council certifies that during the financial year 2019/20, the higher of the authority’s gross income for the year or gross annual expenditure for the year did not exceed £25,000 and approval of the Certificate of Exemption was proposed by Mr Packer, seconded by  Mrs Shaw and carried unanimously. The Certificate will be duly signed by the Chair and Clerk as soon as possible.  Action Mrs Shaw and Clerk (121/20)
An increase of 5% in the Clerk's salary bringing it up to £1,268.40 and rounded down to £1,268 pa was agreed with effect from 1st May. This was proposed by Ms Hudson, seconded by Ms Chinn and carried unanimously. (122/19) 
12) Councillors' Reports
Ms Chinn raised the issue of the agricultural building on the Hill. There are continued concerns that this may eventually be used as a residence and the Clerk will request a site visit by Planning and keep concerned residents informed. Action Clerk  (123/20)
Ms Hudson drew attention to recent information on the need for the website to comply with accessibility requirements. Mr Packer offered to look at the site and come back with suggestions for implementation. Action  Mr Packer (124/20)
Mrs Shaw offered to continue as Chair for the time being. This was proposed by Mr Packer, seconded by Ms Hudson and carried unanimously. (125/20)
